Taking Gum out of your  carpet 
 

Ever get gum on the carpet of your beautifully restored car. Here is a way to get it out without leaving an 
oily stain from gum remover. 

 
Remove all the gum you can with ice and scraping it off the carpet. Take a piece of white paper and an 
iron. Place the paper over the gum. Make sure the iron is hot. Now iron over the gum for a few minutes. 

Remove the paper and the gum is now melted into the paper. Repeat if necessary. No gum, no stain.
