Tech Tips 

Personal Safety 

You probably are planning to do a little or a lot of 
work on a Corvair. You want to do the job right, 
you want to save money, you want to enjoy working 
on your car, and you want to enjoy the fruits of your 
labor after the job is finished. The way to do all 
these is first of all to do them safely. 

HURT FINGERS 
Hurt fingers may be the number-two cause of 
hospital bills. You can get by with a Band-aid a lot 
of times, but it is pretty hard to start a nut on a bolt 
if you have Band-Aids on your fingers. The best 
rule to follow is to watch where you put your 
fingers. The fan belt and pulley groove on your 
Corvair engine make a very crude guillotine for 
fingers. 

 WORKING UNDER CORVAIRS 
Incorrect blocking of cars while working under them 
can cause serious accidents. Never use cement blocks or 
bricks. They can crack and crumble. Not all jack stands 
are safe. Check yours before use and make sure there 
are no cracks or poor welds on them. Never get under a 
car supported by a jack. Even if you have jack stands 
under the car, take the jack out so you won’t get 
careless. A jack is an adjustable mechanism, and there 
have been may cases where the adjustment did not hold. 

In general, think of safety first; plan for it; put safety 
into effect and then do the job. We need all the Corvair 
owners we can keep.
